3. A PEOPLE 
Today for many Christians church has become an optional extra because of 
the demands of family, business, leisure and the cares of the world. When 
we put the Lord and His body first other thing will come into order. 
Acts 2:42-47. 4:32-35. 1 Corinthians 12:12-31. Ephesians 4:7-16. 
 

4. A PURPOSE 
Before His Crucifixion and after His Resurrection Jesus stated that Gospel 
of the Kingdom must be preached in all the world as a testimony to all 
nations (ethnic people groups) before His return. Matthew 24:14. 28:18-20. 
Mark 16:15-20. Acts 1:4-8. 2:1-47.  
 

5. PRAYER  
Prayer is essential for the individual disciple of Jesus as well as the whole 
church. It is important to ask the Holy Spirit to teach and lead us in prayer.  
In every aspect of our life we need to depend on the Person, presence and 
power of the Holy Spirit continually.
